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Help for Getting Health Insurance for Kids

Many Michigan parents don't get the right information about how to insure their children. Volunteers are stationed around the state, getting the word out and helping parents who qualify by signing them up. Sedgrick Jacobs remembers when his 6-year-old daughter had trouble breathing. As a parent, he felt helpless. 
Sedgrick Jacobs, parent: "I couldn't take her to the hospital because we didn't have no insurance." 
But after meeting community outreach volunteers with the Michigan Primary Care Association, that will change. Now he knows two Michigan-sponsored programs can help with medical costs. MI Child is free and for healthy kids, it's just 10 dollars a month. 
Molly Kaser, Exec. Dir., Center for Family Health: "We do have thousands of kids in Michigan who are uninsured and are probably eligible for these programs." 
So volunteers are getting the word out. They're targeting unemployment and employment agencies around the state. They had their first outreach program in Jackson. 
Molly Kaser: "Certainly Jackson, we need help like this and the more people we have spreading the word, the better." 
Volunteers are stationed around the state. Erin Sloan-Turner has dedicated one year to help as many families as she can. 
Erin Sloan-Turner, volunteer: "Our goal each month is to enroll 90 children, if not more a month, in Healthy Kids or MI Child." 
In the next two years, Michigan primary care hopes to enroll 12,000 children statewide. 
Erin Sloan-Turner: "Each time it like sparks energy to just do more enrollments, and get the word out more." 
Her spark transfers to the parents who want to waste no one time get their kids insured.
